Whilst Cafe Studl is steeped in history, as the first
cafe in southern Bohemia that baked and sold strudels, it is
Pub DEPO that stands out - selling traditional Czech cuisine
and beer, the venue is home to live music performances on the
terrace in summer, bring a modern touch to an enchanting,
medieval town.
